DMX 512-512 Connection:

The DMX booster/distributor can either be connected directly to the lighting controller or after a 
series of DMX fixtures.

You can connect up to 31 DMX fixtures to every DMX output socket.

If you connect the booster after a DMX fixture the number of DMX units before the booster must 
not exceed 31.

Only use a stereo sheilded cable and 3-pin or 5-pin XLR plugs and connectors in order to connect 
the controller with the fixture or one fixture with another.

XLR connection

Caution: On the last fixture, the DMX cable has to be terminated with a terminator. Solder a 120 Ω 
resistor between signal (-) and signal (+) into a 3-pin XLR plug and connect it to the DMX output of 
the last fixture. A ready made terminator can be purchased separate using order code CABL90.

After you have connected the fixtures to the mains, the S4 DMX Booster is ready for use.
